· Human or animal parts or body fluids (i.e.: blood or urine)

· Plant materials (living, dead or preserved) which are in their raw, unprocessed, or non-manufactured state  (Exceptions to this are:  manufactured construction materials used in building the project or display)
· Laboratory or household chemicals including water  (Exceptions to this are: water integral to an enclosed apparatus or water supplied by the Display & Safety Committee)

· Poisons, drugs, controlled substances, hazardous substances or devices  (i.e.: firearms, weapons, ammunitions, reloading devices)

· Dry ice or other sublimating solids
· Sharp items (i.e.:  syringes, needles, pipettes, knives)

· Flames or highly flammable materials

· Batteries with open-top cells

· Awards, medals, business cards, flags, acknowledgements etc.

· Photographs or other visual presentations depicting vertebrate animals in surgical techniques, dissections, necropsies, or other lab techniques

· Active Internet or e-mail connections as part of displaying or operating the project at the CSEF

· Glass or glass objects unless deemed by the Display & Safety Committee to be an integral part of the project (Exceptions to this are: glass that is an integral part of a commercial product such as a computer screen.)

· Soil or waste samples if permanently encased in a slab of acrylic

· Finalist’s information such as postal, web and e-mail addresses, telephone numbers and fax numbers are allowed, but discouraged by CSEF.  None of these items are allowed for persons other than the Finalist.

· The only photographs or visual depictions of identifiable or recognizable people allowed are those of the Finalist, the Finalist’s family, human subjects for which signed consent forms are present, and/or photographs for which credit is displayed (such as from magazines, newspapers, journals, etc.) if not deemed offensive by the SRC, the Display & Safety Committee or CSEF

· Any apparatus with unshielded belts, pulleys, chains, or moving parts with tension or pinch points if for display only and not operated

· Class II lasers – please see the ISEF rules regarding these types of lasers

· Class III and IV lasers if for display only and not operated

· Any apparatus producing temperatures that will cause physical burns must be adequately insulated
